New Drywall, Plaster1: 
1 ct. Infinity® Interior Paint & Primer 
 
1Porous surfaces, such as uncoated drywall, will 

absorb paint making the finish blotchy or dull. For 
best results on these surfaces, sealing the 
surface with a primer first will result in a smooth, 
uniform paint finish. 

 
Composition Board, Masonry, Block, 
Metal: 
1 ct. Infinity® Interior Paint & Primer 

 
Wood (Cedar, Redwood)2: 
1 ct. Infinity® Interior Paint & Primer 
 
2 Knots and some woods, such as redwood and 
cedar, contain a high amount of tannin, a colored 
wood extract. If applied to these woods, tannins 
must be “locked in” by spot priming to prevent 
bleeding through the paint.  
 
When repainting involves a drastic color change, 
a coat of primer will improve the hiding 
performance of the topcoat color. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

SURFACE PREPARATION 
 

WARNING! Removal of old paint by 
sanding, scraping or other means may 
generate dust or fumes that contain lead.

Remove all surface contamination by 
washing with an appropriate cleaner, rinse 
thoroughly and allow to dry. Scrape and 
sand peeled or damaged paint to a sound 
surface. Sand glossy surfaces dull. Seal 
stains from water, smoke, ink, pencil, 
grease, etc. with the appropriate 
primer/sealer. Caulk around windows, 
doors, and other openings after spot priming 
bare surfaces with Infinity® paint. 
 
Drywall 
Fill cracks and holes patching paste/spackle 
and sand smooth. Join compounds must be 
cured and sanded smooth. Remove all 
sanding dust.  
 
Plaster 
Base plaster must be cured and hard. 
Textured, soft, porous, or powdery plaster 
should be treated with a solution of 1 pint 
household vinegar to 1 gallon water. Repeat 
until the surface is hard, rinse with clear 
water and allow to dry. 
 
Wood 
Sand any exposed wood to a fresh 
surface. Patch all holes and imperfections 
with a wood filler or putty and sand 
smooth.

SURFACE PREPARATION 
 

Masonry, Concrete, Cement, Block 
All new surfaces must be cured according 
to the supplier’s recommendations – 
usually about 30 days. Remove all form 
release and curing agents. Rough 
surfaces can be filled to provide a smooth 
surface. If painting cannot wait 30 days, 
allow the surface to cure 7 days and prime 
the surface with an appropriate primer. 
 
Caulking  
Gaps between windows, doors, trim, and 
other through-wall openings can be filled 
with the appropriate caulk after priming the 
surface.  
 
Mildew  
Remove before painting by washing with a 
solution of 1-part liquid bleach and 3 parts 
water. Apply the solution and scrub the 
mildewed area. Allow the solution to 
remain on the surface for 10 minutes. 
Rinse thoroughly with water and allow the 
surface to dry before painting. Wear 
protective eyewear, waterproof gloves, 
and protective clothing. Quickly wash off 
any of the mixture that comes in contact 
with your skin. Do not add detergents or 
ammonia to the bleach/water solution. 
 
MAINTENANCE:  
For touching-up, reduce the product by 
one pint per gallon with water. To ensure 
maximum washability and durability, wait 
at least 14 days before washing Infinity® 
coating. When removing stains, dirt and 
marks, use a soft cloth or sponge with 
water. Stubborn stains may require the 
use of a general-purpose household 
cleaner for total removal. Do not use an 
abrasive cleaner or scrub brush to re-
move stains.
