If applying by 

roller, roll from dry area into wet area using firm, 

crisscross strokes. Finish with long, even strokes 

in one direction. Note: Some deep or bright colors 

may require an additional coat to obtain complete 

hide. Surface conditions and application technique 

can also impact coverage.
