Sand wood smooth and patch holes and
imperfections with wood filler or putty and sand
smooth. Remove all sanding dust. Prime new
and bare surfaces with Valspar®Bonding Primer.

Hand or power tool clean steel to remove loose
mill scale and rust. Remove oily residues and
contaminants with solvent or appropriate cleaning
solution. Change rags often, to assure that
residual contaminants are completely removed.
